2. STEI by types of economic activity and regional break down

In January-June 2024 compared to January-June 2023, the highest growth rates of physical volume indices are observed
in the sectors of communication (108,7%), construction (108,6%) and transportation and storage (107,3%).
The lowest growth in physical volume indices occurred in the sectors of industry (102,8%), agriculture (103,4%) and
trade (103,9%).

In January-June 2024 compared to January-June 2023, most regions showed positive growth rates in STEI. Negative
growthates were observed in Atyrau (95,4%), Kostanay (99,2%) regions. The highest growth rates are seen in Karagandy
region (112,5%),Astana city (112,0%)and in Aktobe region(110,8%).
